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City prepares for winter snowstorms

ith the average annual snowfall in Show Low at ap-
\. g / proximately 40 inches, City crews have begun prepar-

ing for winter and intermittent snowstorms. Some
winters are more severe than others, which means that every
resident should be prepared for the worst possible conditions
to provide for your and your familyis safety. Since most of the
storms in Show Low result in a snowfall of six to eight inches,
the Cityis snow management efforts are gauged by a storm of
this magnitude.

When the snow is removed from the road, the snow plow
operator has to pile it as far off the shoulder as possible to
protect the road surface and to make room for additional snow
from future storms. As the snow plowing operation proceeds,

0 The Cityis Airport Manager will begin snow removal at the
airport depending on the snowis depth, moisture content,
and weather conditions affecting an aircraftis ability to py.

O If the snowstormis intensity is greater than 1.0 inch per hour,
the plowing operation may focus on collector roads to keep
primary routes open.

Streets and areas not included in the plan
The City is authorized to remove snow from public rights-of-
way. The following areas are not serviced under the plan:

O State roads

O Private streets

O Private parking lots

0 Sidewalks other than those at City govern-

to plow without leaving a
berm. Individual property own-
ers are responsible for clearing
away the windrow, or berm,
from driveways, entrances,
and mailboxes. Please do not
shovel the snow back into the
street.

Upon request, the City
provides courtesy snow berm
removal for physically or medi-
cally inyrm individuals. The phys-
ical or medical disability must be
veriyed in writing by a physician.
This snow plowing service will
be provided after the snowstorm
ends and after the operator has
completed his other snow plowing commitments assigned by
the City. If an emergency arises before the snow berm can be
removed, call 911 for assistance. Call the City at 532-4100 for
more information or to register for this service.

The snow management plan
The City has created the following plan to efyciently and effec-
tively plow and remove snow throughout the City during storms.

O City staff will begin to monitor snowfall at 0.5 inch of accu-
mulation.

0 At 2.0 inches of snow accumulation, the snow plow opera-
tors will commence plowing and spreading cinders on school
bus routes, collector roads, and transit routes.

00 At 3.0 inches of snow accumulation and the clearing of yrst-
priority roads, the operators will plow and remove snow from
residential and secondary roads.

0 Private driveways, even if blocked as a re-
sult of plowing public streets, unless the
occupant has an approved medical
disability registered with the City

dents and, if necessary, plowing

crews will work around the clock.

Here are tips on what you can do:

0 Make sure your mailbox and
other roadside appurtenances are
yrmly secured and strong enough to handle
the snow weight and snow plowing operations, thereby
preventing you from incurring replace-
ment costs.

0 Do not park your motor vehicles in the
roadway to assist and expedite plow-
ing operations.

0 Protect any landscaping located near
or in the right-of-way adjacent to your
residence.

0 Do not shovel snow from your drive-
way until the street has been completely plowed back to the
edge of the road, to prevent you from shoveling the driveway
twice.

1) For weekly trash pickup, City Code requires that all
polycarts and/or garbage cans be removed from the
right-of-way by midnight of the day of pickup.

2) The next FREE excess trash pickup week is December
27 through 31. Only Show Low residents billed for City
water and/or sewer are eligible. Place garbage bags
under 50 pounds and items items no longer than four
feet (bound if thereis more than one item) in the right-
of-way next to the polycart on your regular trash pickup
day. Do not place these items earlier than the weekend
prior to the pickup day (an exception to item #1 above).

3) There is an increase in the number of bee colonies in
the City, with some hives forming in water meter boxes.
If you notice an inpux of bees around your home or
hear buzzing from the meter box, call 532-4100 to

Who is responsible for my neighborhood?

The City uses large dump trucks to continuously plow collector
roads during a snow event. Minor roads as well as neighbor-
hoods are assigned different drivers and equipment to continue
plowing in an area while the collectors are simultaneously
plowed. Call 532-4100 to request the name of the person plow-
ing your road and to advise the operator of any speciyc prob-
lems along your route.
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Storm safety tips )

O Listen to weather conditions on the radio or television
and follow any advisories in the event of a storm.

00 Be prepared! Equip your home with a snow shovel. Stock
up on water, food and supplies before a storm strikes.

00 Consider any special medical needs and have extra
medication, oxygen and other vital supplies on hand in
case you become snowbound in your home.

00 Drive with extreme caution and stay a safe distance away
from any snow removal equipment if youire on the road
during a snowstorm. The drivers need room to do their
jobs safely!

00 Equip your vehicle with a winter emergency kitd a shovel,
yrst aid kit, snowsuit or extra coat, hat, gloves, pashlight
and fresh batteries, blanket, drinking water and a safety
repector.

O Flashlights, extra batteries and a battery-operated radio
should be kept in a convenient place in case of a power
outage.

[0 Getyour vehicleis gas tank and home propane tank ylled
in preparation for a heavy snowstorm.

[0 Have snow tires or snow chains installed on your vehicle,
\ or use a four-wheel drive vehicle. y
